LEGISLATIVE REPORT 

 
The lO9th Congress is now in session. Over 450 bills have been introduced in the House of Rep. most of which are bills that do 
little, if any legislative lifting. The last session of congress adjourned with a grand total of 2400 measures introduced in the House 
with a scant 177 making it to public law. January in Washington is a time of optimistic enthusiasm. The newly elected and returning 
officials seem to view the fresh congress as an artist sees a blank canvass, one with endless opportunities. The Congress is in the 
process of handing out committee assignments, orienting freshman, and approving the rules under which the chambers will conduct 
business. Most of the legislation that the MRF is concerned with is yet to be introduced which means there are no bill numbers yet. 
The Highway Bill (TEA) will need to be reintroduced in the 10gth Congress. The MRF is working with key Members of Congress 
and staff to insure the inclusion of the MRF motorcycle safety language in both the House and Senate versions of the bill. The Senate 
Commerce, Science and Transportation Committee, which has jurisdiction over a portion of the Highway bill, is now chaired by a 
good friend of the Motorcycling community Senator Ted Stevens (R-AK). The subcommittee assignments have not been given out, 
delaying any formal work on the legislation. 
HIPAA The loophole that currently exist that allows health insurance providers to exclude coverage of an injury based on the source 
of that injury was almost closed last session. The Senate passed the bill unanimously. The adjournment of congress did not allow 
enough time for the bill to navigate the three committee process that parity bills, such as this bill, must complete before floor 
consideration. 
Rider Education: Carnage in California on Jan. 1, 2005, MSF terminated the contracts for four separate training sites in the San 
Francisco area with a two day notice sent over the holiday weekend. The site manager, James LaBarbera was a vocal critic of the MSF 
curriculum and their program management. California site providers and instructors are asking motorcyclists to contact the Gov. 
Office and appeal for an investigation into both the management of the Cal. Motorcycle Safety Program; and an accurate assessment 
of rider training in California. 
Ohio motorcyclists' rights groups' band together to push Justice for All legislation. About 16 representatives of the AMA, 
ABATE of Ohio, Concerned Motorcyclists of Ohio, the Ohio Motorcyclists Coalition and other groups met to work on legislation to 
hold drivers more accountable for injuries caused to motorcyclists and other road users. The meeting held at the AMA headquarters 
was the second in a series that organizers hope will lead to a bill being introduced at the Ohio Legislature. 
Connecticut proposal could ban ATVs and possibly dirt bikes. All-terrain vehicles, and possibly dirt bikes, would be banned in 
Connecticut under two proposals introduced by state Sen. Bill Finch (Bridgeport) that are being considered by this year's General 
Assembly. Senate Bill 330, which would completely ban the sale and operation of all-terrain vehicles in the state. It appears that dirt 
bikes would fall within the legal definition of ATVs. Senate Bill 565 would ban the sale and use of Mini-motorcycles, known as 
pocket bikes. 
New Hampshire Bill Would Muffle Motorcycles; The noise generated by motorcyclists touring the coastline has motivated a group 
of Seacoast-area lawmakers to file a bill request with the Legislature asking the state to revise the standards for testing motorcycle 
noise and limiting exhaust systems. It would Ban "straight-pipe" exhaust systems, referring to those that don't have mufflers with 
noise reducing baffles. The proposal would prohibit motorcyclists from modifying a bike's exhaust system to make it louder than the 
muffler originally installed on the vehicle. The law also would prohibit motorcycles from generating a noise level measured at greater 
than 110 decibels.
