  Here are some exerts from a Canton Repository Editorial recently regarding e-check. The States contract with the 
company that tests vehicles in 14 counties for air pollution will expire next year. The Ohio EPA says e-check cuts air 
pollution by 10 per cent. Since the Legislature approved e-checks 11 years ago, they have spent 37 million dollars a year on 
emission tests. Would the Legislature expand e-check testing by 2005 in it’s current form into other counties, including 
Stark as a quick fix. That is to get the Fed’s off their backs, even if the programs cost out weighs its benefits. Stark 
Countians are very lucky there is no e-check. Bikers could do like the hot rod people do. Put legal EPA e-check exhaust on 
to be tested and then go back home and put the straight pipes or headers back on. Big brother is always on the job. Don’t get 
me wrong I think there is nothing more beautiful sounding than a Harley Davidson with straight pipes sounding off. I just 
don’t think that a private corporation or Legislatures have the right to pass laws telling me what I can or can not do with my 
scoot.

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Legislative Report 

Well if your reading this means you got through the holiday season ok and your ready to stay involved in protecting your 
RIGHTS as a motorcyclist. We will start by making the commitment that we all made for the New Year come true, (attend 
more meetings, CMRO Functions and letting our elected people hear our voices). SENATE Bill 423 was passed on Nov. 21, 
2004 before adjourning from session in 2004, this bill will now be considered with HOUSE Bill 1749, to end Health 
Insurance Discrimination. 

Pennsylvania Stiffens Penalties for Careless Driving, on Dec.8, 2004, Gov. Ed Rendell signed HB 873 into law, 
which establishes increased penalties for those convicted of careless driving that result in serious injury or death. Under heavy 
lobbying by ABATE of Penn., the legislation passed near unanimously through both chambers of the legislature. The bill 
increased the fine to $500 and a 6-month license suspension for persons convicted of careless driving when the offender 
unintentionally causes the death of another person. Careless driving offenses that result in serious bodily injury to another 
person would carry a $250 fine and a 3 month license suspension. Previously, a conviction of careless driving resulted in a fine 
of$25 plus costs and fees, as well as 3 points on the person's driving record. No further penalties existed in the event of a death 
or serious injury occurring as a result of this violation. "If a tragedy occurs because of a driver's careless action, even though 
those actions were unintentional, then there should be serious consequences. We have to reinforce the notion that drivers must 
be alert and responsible behind the wheel. Tragic things can happen in an instant if you aren't." said Rep. Rick Geist, who 
chairs the House Transportation Committee. 
Mini-Motorcycles "Dangerous" Gifts-WATCH (World Against Toys Causing Harm Inc.) Put the Pocket Rockets at the top 
of this years roll as the most dangerous toys. Consumer Reports engineers found that the faster they go the less stable the bikes 
feel. 
Flying Dutchman Motorcycle-We've all heard of flying cars in our future, but now the Dutch firm Spark Design has 
announced even stranger news-a flying motorcycle, which may be available sooner then you think. Spark Design claims the 
vehicle-which looks like a cross between a helicopter and a full-fairing bike- will be able to take off and land vertically and 
reach 125mph both on land and in the air. 
The "Monster Garage" cable TV series, Monster.com, Disney's "Monsters, Inc." the "Monsters of the Midway" Chicago 
Bears' nickname and a host of other enterprises that use the word "monster" have found themselves named in lawsuits and 
trademark infringement claims filed by Monster Cable Products, Inc. Even the Monster Seats above Fenway Park's left field 
wall have been targeted in what Monster Cable officials say is an aggressive legal strategy to protect the firms' good name. 
"WE have an obligation to protect our trademark; otherwise we'd lose it," said founder Noel Lee. The cable mogul is preparing 
for a trail against the Discovery Channel over their popular "Monster Garage" series starring custom bike builder Jesse 
James, because the show uses images of "provocative woman" and an iron cross logo that could tarnish Monster Cable's image. 
WOMAN RIDERS: They are catching up with us, guys. Women motorcycle riders have increased by 34% since 1998. 
Bike Sales Still UP In The USA: USA Today, we see that bikes are still hot! Sales jumped 111 % between 1998 and 2002; 
they say motorcycle sales are up another 6.4%, to 996,000 bikes sold in the US in 2003; and that's the 11th consecutive year of 
increased sales. 
DIESEL MOTORCYCLES: Yes they do exist! Royal Enfield has a "Taurus" Diesel. The Kawasaki KLR650 has a Diesel 
conversion. They also have a military version. BMW also has converted an R100RT to diesel power. 
Truck Driver faces $200 fine for crashing into motorcycle; also would lose his driver's license for six months if convicted 
of the charge. Jack Fatta,64, was at a red traffic light in Pittsburgh on June 3 , behind motorcyclist Mark McGreevy,44, of 
Baldwin Pa. The light turned green and then Fatta's truck rolled over the motorcyclist. McGreevy was trapped under the truck 
and his motorcycle burst into flames. He suffered burns over much of his body and had his right leg amputated as a result. He 
has filed a civil lawsuit against Fatta and the trucking company involved.
