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Leqgislative Report

Surface Transportation Bill Introduced in U.S. House. The highway bill, H.R.3., picks up where the House and Senate
conferees left off last Congress. The Senate has not introduced their version of the legislation; however it will likely
do so later this month. H.R.3. looks similar to the bill introduced by the House Transportation Committee last
Congress with one major difference, this version contains the language offered by the MRF that will improve the
landscape of motorcycling safety and awareness. Last Congress the MRF and SMRQO’s lobbied to get the language in
through the committee mark up process. The MRF language contained in H.R.3. is identical to last years language.
The MRF language contained in H.R.3. is available to be viewed on the MRF website at www.mrf.org. The bill would
authorize funding equivalent to the $299 billion, six-year authorization that was discussed among conferees last year.
Don Young, (R-AK), is the chairman of the House Transportation and Infrastructure Committee.

The AMA is calling for an Action Alert-Write Now! Tell Your Congressman That the Following are kept in
H.R.3. The AMA is urging congress to direct the Department of Transportation to ensure that motorcycles are
considered in design, evaluation, and assessments prior to the deployment of Intelligent Transportation Technologies
within the private and commercial fleets within the TEA-21 reauthorization process. Tell your Congressman to send a
letter to Chairman Young and to support a motorcycle crash study. Tell Your Congressman To Prevent Federal
Helmet Law Mandates!!!! Write your Member of Congress, and urge them to prevent a mandate on motorcycle safety
curriculum that includes the implementation of state helmet laws to be included within the TEA-21 reauthorization
process. Write your Member of Congress, and urge them to increase Recreational Trails Program Funding within the
TEA-21 reauthorization process. Urge your member of Congress, to defend motorcycle access to any highway or
portion of highway that utilized federal highway funds with the TEA-21 reauthorization. Urge your member of
Congress, to maintain motorcycle safety as a priority under Section 402 Highway Safety Grant Program, within the
TEA-21 reauthorization. In 1995 Congress prohibited Federal involvement as it relates to HELMET
LEGISLATION. Congress stated that the authority to legislate a Motorcyclist’s Right to Not Wear a Helmet was a
state issue under the Tenth Amendment. In addition, Congress refused to punish states that did not have helmet laws
through block grants, citing the Tenth Amendment. So urge your member of Congress to keep the lobbying ban on
NHTSA in place within the TEA-21 reauthorization.

The South Dakota high court rejects Janklow appeal. The South Dakota Supreme Court has rejected former South
Dakota Congressman Bill Janklow’s appeal to overturn his convictions in the death of a motorcyclist in 2003. The high
court released its decision on Thursday 2/24/05 stating that Janklow received a fair trial. The court also said there was
enough evidence to convict him.

Bike noise is becoming a major issue nationwide. This summer in Laconia, New Hampshire, home of the Laconia
Motorcycle Week, police staffed a noise checkpoint and handed out 41 summonses and 27 warning to motorcycle
riders for noisy bikes and expired inspection stickers. Naples, Florida, a councilwoman proposed banning bikes from a
certain street because of complaints about motorcycle noise. In New York City, the City Council proposed a law that
could result in the seizure of load motorcycles, and even confiscation in some instances. These are just some of the
examples that communities nationwide are cracking down on loud motorcycles.

Daytona Mayor kicks off Bike Week with a campaign, “You’re back, We’re Glad!” and “ride Quietly, Please.” Watch
the Noise.
