Section 3: Objects and Purposes

The objects and purposes of CMRO shall be to form a united motorcycle riders organization or
association, at the local as well as State level and to work diligently with any and all Motorcyclist’s Rights
Organizations throughout the World that espouse the same basic philosophies held by CMRO. The
members of CMRO shall be dedicated to promoting fair legislation and shall insure their freedom by
working to prevent enactment of unfair legislation and/or to work to repeal existing unfair motorcycle
legislation. The CMRO membership shall also work to promote motorcycle safety education programs,
public motorcycle awareness programs, and motorcycle rider training programs. The CMRO membership
shall also work to prevent enactment of laws prohibit reasonable motorcycle modifications, extensions, etc.,
mandatory helmets laws, and shall work to repeal laws that are deemed by the CMRO Board of Directors to
be an infringement of basic freedoms or those that may not be in the best interest of the general
motorcycling public.

Well, we’re off to a fine start to the new riding season here in the North Coast. Winter left early, Spring arrived early, and
motorcycles have been filling the streets since mid-March!

Motorcycle businesses I’ve talked to are excited about the New Year, and sales have been booming. Not only does everybody
want to ride a motorcycle these days, but now with the gas prices so high, they have an excuse!

And we’re also off to a great start politically. We just came through our first helmet law fight in years, with motorcyclists raising
such a fuss that the bill’s author not only pulled the helmet language, but became a co-sponsor to our Right-of-Way Violations
bill.

Our ROW bill had its first proponents hearing and we had a good showing and made a great impression on the committee. We’re
working closely with the AMA, ABATE of Ohio, the Confederation of Clubs, Columbus Coalition of Clubs and T.R.A.L.N.
MRO on this piece of legislation, and the in-roads we’re making are already paying off dividends.

When it became known recently that the legislature was trying to abscond with $750,000 from our Rider Education Fund, the
AMA alerted all the Ohio rights organizations, and once again we all sprang into action and succeeded in getting them to look
elsewhere for their funding, leaving our rider training money alone.

I’m sure all our CMRO Regions are busy planning their riding schedule and putting together regional events. One new program
that I’'m excited about is to give a “Ride Pass” to each region’s officers which will allow them to go to other region’s events for
free. This should help gain participation from other regions, and help us to work together and get to know one another better.

So keep an eye out for these Run Passes, and welcome each other’s officers to our events and rides...and it wouldn’t hurt to tell
‘em “Thank You” for all their hard work on behalf of Ohio’s motorcycle community. After all, if WE don’t do it, NO ONE will!

Get out and RIDE! Whether it’s to some far-away destination, a local run or a trip around the block. The more you appreciate the
ride, the more likely you are to fight for it!
