LEGISLATIVE REPORT FOR MAY 2006

First of all I’d like to take a moment to thank those who took the time to attend our last meeting at Inn on the River. At
the meetings you will get a more in-depth legislative report.

HOUSE BILL HB388 — Right of way issues, please write to your State Representatives to get on board with
this issue. Rep. Healy II responded in a letter to me stating: I highly value the opinions & ideas of my constituents, as
hearing from them is an important aspect of my job.

The MRF is now taking nominations for the John “Farmer” Eggers Award. This award, one of MRF’s most
prized recognitions, is given in the memory of the late motorcyclists’ rights activist. This award is given to an
individual who works behind the scenes on behalf of the MRF in the manner that Farmer did and who has shown
extraordinary dedication to the MRF.

AMA, motorcyclists stop attempt to raid motorcycle training fund in Ohio....AMA members and other
motorcyclists rights organizations in Ohio have successfully stopped a plan to raid the Motorcycle Safety & Educations
Fund. The Ohio Office of Budget & Management recently proposed transferring $750,000 from the fund and using the
money for other purposes. The AMA and other organizations asked their members in Ohio and other supporters of
rider education to contact the six elected officials of the Ohio Controlling Board to stop the transfer. “Motorcyclists
responded to our call with phone calls, e-mails, faxes and letters to the members of the OCB,” said AMA Legislative
Affairs Specialist Imre Szauter. ““Your voice was heard, the members of the CB came through, and these funds will be
used for motorcycle education, as they should be.”

Insurance official in Quebec, Canada suggests that the provincial government ban sport bikes over
400cc....according to a Canadian new agency. Sport bikes should be ban because crashes are causing insurance losses
that are burdening other insurance customers, said John Harbour, director of the Quebec Automobile Insurance
Company, which provides insurance in the province. Harbour comments were quoted by Canoe news agency in
Canada.
