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Legislative Report
By Pudge

Ohio Senate Bill 158 (SB-158), introduced on June 29, by Senator Charlie Wilson (D-Bridgeport), would increase
penalties for those motor vehicle operators convicted of or pleading guilty to an assured clear distance, marked lane, or right-of-
way violation that resulted in serious harm to another person or death.

Currently co-sponsored by Senators Joy Padgett (R-Coshocton), Ray Miller (D-Columbus), Marc Dann (D-Liberty
Township), Robert F. Hagan (D-Youngstown), C.J. Prentiss (D-Cleveland), Kimberly A. Zurz (dGreen), and Teresa Fedor
(D-Toledo), SB-158 seeks to make Ohio roadways safer by holding ALL motor vehicle operators more accountable for their
actions.

This bill is the direct result of an ad hoc group of motorcyclists, representing organizations from all over Ohio, getting
together to work on an issue of importance to all roadways users. The Ohio Right-of-Way Working Group began meeting in
December 2004 to seek changes to the Ohio Revised Code for driving activities that seriously harm or kill others.

If your state senator is already a sponsor of SB-158, contact him or her to say “thank you”. If your state senator isn’t
listed above, NOW is a great time to contact him or her to become a so-sponsor.

You are encouraged to send your letter of thanks or support of SB-158 to your senator at the Ohio General Assembly,
Senate Building, Columbus, OH 43215.

When contacting your senator, use the following points to explain why you feel SB-158 is needed in Ohio:

e An assured clear distance, marked lane, or right-of —way violation is currently considered a minor
misdemeanor, regardless of the outcome to anyone involved in a traffic crash.

e  Vulnerable roadway users, such as motorcyclists, bicyclists, and the pedestrians, often pay a terrible
price for the distracted, careless, reckless, or negligent actions of motor vehicle operators.

e The bill applies equally to ALL motor vehicle operators; it does not create a special class of victims.

e A portion of the fines collected under this bill would be used by the Ohio Department of Public Safety
to fund educational activities related to highway safety.

e  The bill does not call for mandatory sentencing; it provides the courts with tougher sentencing tools to
use when someone is convicted of or pleads guilty to a violation of one of the covered sections of the
Ohio Revised Code.

e  The bill would require anyone issued a citation for a covered violation that resulted serious injury or
death to appear in court to answer the charge; the citation would be “non-waiverable”

e  Ohio joins with 16 other states in considering legislation to toughen penalties for traffic violations that
kill or injure thousands or people each year.

e  The bill is consistent with the AMA Justice for All campaign to hold all motor vehicle operators
more accountable for their actions on our roadways.

New York law adds license suspensions to penalties for right-of-way violations.

New York Governor George Pataki has signed a low that will suspend the licenses of drivers who injure or kill others
because of right-of —way violations.

The bill is the result of two years of lobbying effort by AMA and ABATE activists in New York and is consistent with
the AMA’s Justice for All Campaign.

Under the new law, a driver who injures or kills someone by committing a right-of-way violation is subject to a
mandatory 30 day license suspension of a first offense, 75 days for a second offense, and 130 days or license revocation for a
third offense. The judge can also order the driver to take, and pay for, an accident-prevention training course.

While other states have passed Justice for All legislation that focused on increasing fines for traffic offenses that
involved injury or death, the New York law takes a different approach by actually getting dangerous drivers off the road.

“The main thrust of the bill is to punish those who cause serious injury of death with mandatory license suspensions and
revocations as well as being forced to attend classes,” said AMA District 3 President Larry Schwartz, who played a key role in
lobbying for the bill along with Bob “Prospector”” Boellner, vice president of ABATE of New York.

“Anyone can borrow money to pay a fine and then walk out and still have the right to drive,” Schwartz added. “With his bill,
they don’t drive.”

“The persistence and leadership by these motorcycle rights activists in New York has really paid off,” said Edward
Moreland, AMA vice president for government relations. “This law does more than punish dangerous and inattentive drivers. It
gets them off the road and into the classroom, and that will make the roads safer for everyone.

The AMA launched the Justice for All campaign in response to numerous instances across the county in which
drivers killed or injured motorcyclist and walked away with minor fines. In many cases, state laws do not provide for additional
penalties beyond a simple ticket for a traffic offense.

Elsewhere, laws consistent with the Justice for All campaign have been passed this year in Missouri,
Louisiana, Wisconsin, Georgia, Oklahoma, New Hampshire, lowa, and West Virginia.

EPA letter of Guidance.

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has released their long awaited Letter of Guidance (LOG) for aftermarket
motorcycle engine emissions certification. This LOG will allow aftermarket motorcycle engine manufacturers to sell EPA
compliant engine packages to individuals and small volume builder and manufactures.

“I would like to thank the SMROs who assisted the Motorcycle Riders Foundation (MRF), American Iron Magazine,
and key members of the Motorcycle Industry Council, V-Twin Aftermarket Committee: Brett Smith from S&S Cycle and Ted
Sans from Performance Machine”, said Dave Dwyer, MRF Board of Directors. “With their commitment and assistance this LOG
retained the exemptions currently in place and increased the choices available to builders of custom V-Twin motorcycles.”

Individuals and small volume motorcycle builders and manufacturers will be able to use these engines to build EPA
complaint motorcycles without having to go through the emissions testing process themselves. By using these approved engine
packages an individual may build and ride as many custom motorcycles as they want, as long as the engine package is not altered
in a way that will increase exhaust emissions for any pollutant.

There is no EPA restriction on time of ownership, or restrictions on the sale of these compliant motorcycles like there is
on the one per lifetime EPA exempt kit bikes.

To be EPA compliant the builder must keep the total weight of the motorcycle and the ration of the engine speed to
vehicle speed in high gear within the limits for the engine package they choose to use. If the engine was certified using a
catalytic converter, that must also be included in the exhaust system. No engine modifications are allowed, similar to the anti-
tampering rule for all other motorcycles, for the engine to remain EPA compliant.

The MRF will continue to inform the nation’s riders of any action by the EPA which impacts motorcycling.
